Samuel Hawkins Hollingsworth” (of
Giles® of William® of Jeptha® of Jacob® of
Thomas? of Valentine, Sr.) was born in
Jefferson Co., Ala., 17 Jan 1844. As a
young adult, he was 6'1" tall, thin, fair
complexion, with light hair and gray eyes.
At age 20, he joined the 1st Tennessee
and Alabama Independent Vidette Cavalry,
U.S., on 12 Feb 1864 in Bridgeport, Ala.,
and was mustered out 16 Jun 1864 at the
same place when the unit was disbanded.
He joined the 1st Alabama Cavalry, U.S.,
on 01 Apr 1865 in Stevenson, Ala.

Samuel was injured near Decatur, Ala.,
while loading rations onto a wagon. He
was lifting heavy barrels of pickled pork
when he ruptured his right side (hernia) on
or about 28 Apr 1865. The rupture
protruded about the size of a hen egg and
was bluish in color. His unit was camped in
Blountsville, Ala., at the time, and the unit
doctor was not available for his treatment;
therefore, a report of the injury was not
recorded. Lack of a physician's report of
the incident while he was in the military
service caused him a lot of difficulty in
gaining a pension for his disability later in
his life. Samuel was mustered out of the
1st Alabama Cavalry on 20 Oct 1865 in
Huntsville, Ala.

Samuel returned to his home of
Branchville, Ala., in the fall of 1865 and
consulted with the local physician, Dr.
Stephen G. Sanders, regarding his injury.
Dr. Sanders told him to wear a support and
that there was nothing else he could do.

Dr. Sanders was married to
Temperance Jane Chennault (married 06
Sept 1860), the sister of Andrew Jackson
Chennault, Samuel's brother-in-law and
fellow soldier in the Union Cavalry. Andrew
Jackson Chennault married Samuel's
oldest sister, Nancy Elizabeth, before the
Civil War, on 24 Mar 1856.

Later, Dr. Sanders is said to have
deserted Temperance Jane and his
daughter, Lulu, and traveled west.

Samuel lived with Mr. W. T. Adkins for a
while in 1867 and on 23 Feb 1868 married
Temperance Jane Chennault Sanders in
Jefferson Co., Ala. She consistently
referred to her given name as "Jane."

Jane was a very petite lady. Daughter of
John Chennault, she received a share of
her father6 sstate. (John Chennault died in
1849 from "the fever.") It is believed that
she was relatively "well off," and that is
evidenced by the extraordinary dress and
jewelry displayed in what is believed to be
her wedding photo to Samuel Hawkins
Hollingsworth.

At least 12 slaves of the John Chennault
estate were sold as part of his estate
settlement beginning January 1852. Almost
all of the slaves were purchased by and
remained within the family. Jane's mother,
Frances Hutchinson Chennault, married
John Courson after the death of her
husband, John Chennault, and purchased
some of the slaves from the estate. It is
noted that one of the former slaves, Henry
Courson, was living with Samuel and Jane
Hollingsworth as a farm laborer according
to the 1870 St. Clair Co. Census.

Several of the former slaves of John
Chennault appear to be living with their
former family owners according to the 1870
Census. From information passed down by
the family, one slave requested to be and
is buried near the feet of John Chennault at
the Bethel Baptist Church Cemetery. It is
said that John Chennault was a good
"master” and that his slaves loved him. The
fact that many of the slaves remained with
his family as farm laborers after the Civil
War is evidence that it was true.

Members of the Hollingsworth family
were known to be rather "colorful" and
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were noted frequently in the church
minutes for violating various church rules.
Samuel was no exception. The Bethel
Baptist Church Minutes dated January
term 1871 noted ". . . received all so [als0]
Brother Samuel Holinsworth
acknowledgement for drinking too much
Spirits."”

Samuel and Jane raised the daughter of
Dr. Sanders, Emma Louvaina (Lulu)
Sanders, and had four sons of their ownd
William David, James Henry, Andrew
Jackson, and Josiah Samuel.

Farm life was very difficult and not very
rewarding for Samuel and Jane. Several
times they were forced to borrow money to
keep their farm producing crops. Samuel
was not able to perform heavy manual
labor and applied for a Federal Military
application for partial disability in Feb 1885
due to his injury while serving in the Union
Cavalry. It was a constant battle for him to
receive and keep his little pension of about
$8.00 a month. Andrew Jackson
Chennault, James L. Ash, James S. Ash,
C. C. Coupland, W. T. Atkins and others
wrote letters, gave depositions, and signed
affidavits in the behalf of Samuel to receive
assistance from his disability. The
government was reluctant to approve/-
continue his pension since there was no
military record of the injury written by the
unit doctor and his former commanding
officers could not be reached.

Samuel filed a claim in March 1885 and
noted that he was 41 years old, 6'1" tall,
and only weighed 129 Ib. The examiner
noted, "He is very much disabled as to
doing any heavy work. Walks with a stick,
and rather leans to the right side.”

James L. Ash gave a statement to a
Federal Special Examiner 02 Feb 1886 in
which he supported the claim of the injury
by Samuel Hollingsworth. The Federal
Special Examiner noted, "The affiant
(James L. Ash) is of good reputation and
talks squarely. The client (Samuel
Hollingsworth) is also of good report a very

poor man and a
sufferer so | am
informed in
neighborhood.”

Things were
about to get a lot
worse for Samuel.
Temperance Jane,
his wife, died 13 Apr
1887 at only 45
years old, and :
Samuel was left the task of raising the five
children, the youngest of which was only 6
years old.

Now alone, he continued the struggle to
raise his family. In January 1894 Samuel
applied for an increase of his pension from
$8.00 per month to $10.00 per month. The
Examiner noted that he was 50 years old,
5'11" tall, and only weighed 126 Ib. The
hernia now extended about 8" x 3¥2", and
he continued to wear a truss for support.

The Examiner also noted an abnormality
regarding the location of his heart. The
heart was positioned higher and somewhat
at an angle as compared to most people. It
functioned normally.

Samuel joined the Masonic Lodge 446
in Leeds, Ala., on 11 Dec 1897 and
become a Master Mason on 13 Feb 1898.

Samuel died 09 Jan 1899 at age 54
from cancer of the liver according to the St.
Clair Co. Mortality Records. He is buried
next to his wife, "Tempy Jane," at Bethel
Baptist Church Cemetery in Odenville, Ala.

William Irving Hollingsworth, Sr. was
born 30 Apr 1862 in Farmers Institute,
Lafayette, Tippecanoe Co., Ind., of Milton’
of William® of Joseph® of George* of
Abraham?® of Thomas? of Valentine, Sr.* He
came to Los Angeles in 1887 and formed a
real estate company which he named W. I.
Hollingsworth and Company.

By the early 1900s, the company had
acquired large portions of the Providencia
Ranch, and a suburb of Los Angeles,
Lomita, credits the company with probably
the biggest event in its early munical
history when in 1907 the company
purchased a large tract of land just north of
the Palos Verdes hills. The company
intended to make the seven square mile
subdivision a Dunkard colony after several
of its clients, who were Dunkards, had
expressed an interest in founding a
settlement in the Los Angeles area.

The company had acquired the Jerry
Lasky Ranch in the late 1920s and in 1929
leased it to Warner Brothers. The Lasky
Ranch was the location for many of Cecile

By the mid-1930s, the old Lasky Ranch
consisted of approximately 500 acres. The
majority of the property was still owned by
W. I. Hollingsworth and Company. Several
buildings were constructed on the property
during the 1930s and early 1940s to serve
the movie industry. By 1945, the ranch
consisted of all the original buildings, two
additional residences, a water tank, an
additional barn, two additional sheds, a
blacksmith shop, two offices, a clubhouse,
a saddle house, an oil station, and two
movie sets.

The former movie set property is now
the home of Forest Lawn Memorial Park
cemetery.

That is a good "solid" match, and
according to one of the FTDNA theoretical
formulas, Gerard and Jud would likely
share a common ancestor between 16 and
20 generations ago (see chart below).

Valentine was born in 1632 so, his
father, Henry was likely born around 1600
plus or minus. We do not know where
Henry was born, but several of the people
who lived in the same area of Ireland were
from Yorkshire. The parents of both of
Valentine's wives were from Yorkshire. So,
Yorkshire seems to be a great place to
search for Valentine's ancestors!

If we assume about 25 years as a single
generation, that would make it
"theoretically” likely for Gerard and Jud to
share a common ancestor about 400 to
500 years ago. | believe that is probably
close, maybe mid-1400s to mid-1500s.

ABORIGINAL DNA DATES
AUSTRALIAN ARRIVAL
The following is part of an interesting
article sent to me by our friend and group
member, Mel Lomax of Australia.

Australia, Sept. 23, 2011—DNA
sequencing of a 100-year-old lock of hair
has established Aboriginal Australians
have a longer continuous association with
the land than any other race of people.

Sequencing of a West Australian
Aboriginal man's hair shows he was
directly descended from a migration out of
Africa into Asia that took place about
70,000 years ago.

The finding, published today in the
journal Science, rewrites the history of the
human species by confirming humans
moved out of Africa in waves of migrations
rather than in one single out-of-Africa
diaspora.

The study is based on a lock of hair
donated to British anthropologist Alfred
Haddon by an Aboriginal man from the

Goldfields region of Western Australia in
the early 20th century.

The genome, shown to have no genetic
input from modern European Australians,
reveals the ancestors of the Aboriginal
man separated from the ancestors of other
human populations 64,000 to 75,000 years
ago.

Aboriginal Australians therefore
descend directly from the earliest modern
explorersd people who migrated into Asia
before finally reaching Australia. Co-author
Dr. Joe Dortch, an archaeologist at the
University of Western Australia, says the
work is significant because it shows the
timeline for people in Australia is more than
50,000 years. "So far there are no
[archaeological] sites that are over 50,000
years old so it puts a time limit on that and
focuses our future efforts," he said.

Dr. Dortch believes the finding will foster
a sense of pride in modern Australian
Aborigines. "No one else in the world can
say 'l am descended from people who
have been here 75,000 years'."

Primitive as the tools may be, the first
inhabitants of Australia must have
possessed advanced boat-building
technology to cross from the nearest point
in Asia to Sahul, the ancient continent that
included Australia, New Guinea, and
Tasmania until the rise of sea level that
occurred at the end of the last ice age,
10,000 years ago.

Journalist famed for WWII scoop
turns 100

Updated Oct. 11, 2011, 10:00:328 Veteran
British war correspondent Clare
Hollingworth, who broke the story that
World War Il had started, has turned 100 in
Hong Kong as her memoir nears
completion.

The centenarian was set to celebrate
the occasion with journalists and friends at
the Hong Kong Foreign Correspondents'
Club (FCC), where she has been a regular
in the past three decades since moving to
the city in 1981.

"She is very respected and admired by
all of us," club president Anna Healy
Fenton said of Ms. Hollingworth, one of two
goodwill ambassadors of the FCC.

The veteran journalist, who witnessed
the horrors of war in Vietnam, Algeria, the
Middle East, India, and Pakistan, is best
remembered for her scoop on World War I
in 1939 when she was just a rookie
reporter.

She broke the story of Germany's
invasion of Poland during her first week
working as a journalist in Poland after
London's Daily Telegraph sent her there to
cover the worsening security situation in
Europe.

On September 1, Hollingworth called the
British Embassy in Warsaw to tell officials
the war had started, after she had been
woken by the roar of Nazi aircraft and
tanks.

Hollingworth has said she had to hold
the telephone out of her bedroom window
to capture the sounds of German forces to
convince the embassy her story was true.

"If there is a war, and if the world wants,
| would like to cover it," the bespectacled
woman, still proud of her scoop, said in a
2009 interview.

Today, Ms. Hollingworth lives with two
helpers in Hong Kong.

Her great nephew, Patrick Garrett, who
is authoring a memoir of his great aunt,
says Ms. Hollingworth's memory has
deteriorated badly after a suspected stroke
in 2009.

"But though she looks frail, physically
she is surprisingly strong," Mr. Garrett
wrote in a recent FCC magazine, saying
the memoir is nearing completion.

The Stuarts

King James |, reigned 16037 1625; (also
King James VI of Scotland, 15671 1625).

James was the son of Mary Queen of
Scots and her second husband, Lord
Darnley. He was born in 1566. The
following year, his mother abdicated, and
he became King James VI of Scotland. In
1603, his mother's cousin, Queen
Elizabeth | of England, died, and James
inherited her throne, uniting England and
Scotland under one crown for the first time.
In English history he is called King James
I. He died in 1625 and was succeeded by
his son, Charles I.
King Charles I, reigned 1625i 1649;
beheaded.

Charles | succeeded to the throne after

the death of his father, Jamesl.Ch ar | es 6

conflicts with Parliament led to the English
Civil War. The royalist Cavaliers lost to the
Puritan forces, called "Roundheads," and
the king was imprisoned. Eventually he
was tried for treason, convicted, and
beheaded.
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The royal family went into exile. The
new Commonwealth was ruled by Oliver
Cromwell. The monarchy was not restored
until 1660, when Charles I's son, Charles
I, returned to England at the invitation of
Parliament.

King Charles Il, reigned 16607 1685
King James Il (also King James VII of
Scotland), reigned 16851 1688; deposed.

James inherited the throne in 1685 upon
the death of his brother, Charles Il. James
Il was unpopular because of his attempts
to increase the power of the monarchy and
restore the Catholic faith.

Deposed in the "Glorious Revolution” of
1688i 89, he fled to France. His daughter
and son-in-law succeeded him as Queen
Mary Il and King William 11l. James |l died
in 1701.

Queen Mary Il and King William III, Mary
Il reigned 16891 1694; William 11l reigned
1689i 1702.

Mary Il was the daughter of King James
Il of England (James VII of Scotland) by his
first wife, Ann Hyde. She married a Dutch
prince, William of Orange, who was her
first cousin and, like her, a Protestant. The
match was made for political reasons, and
Mary disliked her husband at first but
eventually fell in love with him.

James I, who was a Catholic, came into
conflict with England's Protestant
parliament. In 1688, at the invitation of
English political leaders, William led the
"Glorious Revolution" against James II,
who fled to France. William and Mary
became the new monarchs of the United
Kingdom, reigning jointly.

Queen Mary died in 1694 and King
William died in 1702. Because William and
Mary had no children, Mary's sister Anne
succeeded to the throne after William's
death.

Queen Anne, reigned 17021 1714.

Anne was the daughter of Britain's King
James Il (James VIl of Scotland) and his
first wife. She supported her sister and
brother-in-law, Mary and William, in the
Glorious Revolution which overthrew

James Il. In 1702, after William and Mary
had both died, Anne inherited the throne.

Anne was married to Prince George of
Denmark. Most of her approximately 17
pregnancies ended in miscarriages or
stillbirth, and none of her children survived
to adulthood.

Queen Anne was the last Stuart
monarch. She died in 1714 and, in
accordance with the 1701 Act of
Settlement, was succeeded by the German
elector of Hanover, who became King
George I.

The building itself is of very durable
coarse grey stone, full of small pebbles,
believed to have come from the quarries
on Tinsell Moor. It has a square embattled
tower at the west end, a nave and chancel,
north and south aisles, with small chapels
at the east end of each, separated from the
chancel by pointed arches. The chapel on
the south side (which is visible in the
accompanying sketch) appears to have
been attached to the manor of Staveley;
and the one on the north side (not seen in
the sketch) to the manor of Hollingworth.
The chapels were probably erected by the
owners of these manors as chapels where
prayers might be offered up on behalf of
themselves. The south chapel bears inner
architecture which seems to date back into
the 13006s. When the
the time of Henry the Seventh, this chapel
was allowed to retain some of its original
inner arches. It is the older of the two
chapels. The coat of arms of Hollingworth-
Heywood (i.e., quartered) appears in the
Hollingworth Chapel. There are some
wooden carved figures of a knight and his
lady in recumbent postures to be seen in
the south chapel which are surely of the
period of Henry the Fourth and Fifth, or in
the beginning of the 1400s, nearly a
century priorto Col umbus 6
is no way of telling just who the effigies
were supposed to portray.

The Rectors and Vicars of the Parish of
Mottram-in-Longdendale have a
succession list dating from Dec. 17, 1300,
when Jordan de Macclesfield was
presented by Thomas de Burgh. (De Burgh
was probably a son or grandson of the
Thomas de Burgh in the deed published in
our March, 1967 issue.) No Hollingworth
appears in this list, although members of
this family have been in the clergy through
the years.

Deryl Hamann'! was recently honored
for his contributions to his community when
he was crowned the 115th king of Ak-Sar-
Ben during a pageant at CenturyLink
Center in Omaha, Nebr.

The organization was formed in 1895 in
an attempt to keep the Nebraska State Fair
in Omaha after receiving an ultimatum to
provide entertainment "other than saloons,
gambling houses and honky tonks." The
board's solution was to strike out to secure
all the floats used that year in the Mardi
Gras parade in New Orleans.

While in New Orleans, they decided to
model their organization on the parade's
Krewe concept complete with "royalty” and

suggested a name for the new
organization, and was quoted as saying,
"Why not reverse the name of our beloved
state, since everything seems to be going
backwards these days?"

The name is "Nebraska" spelled in
reverse, and Ak-Sar-Ben was born.

Among other initiatives the group has
pursued was the purchase of the Douglas
Street Bridge (the first road bridge across
River) if hopes of taking its
tolls off (the bridge was renamed the Ak-
Sar-Ben Bridge). From the 1920s through
the 1990s, the Knights built and operated a
horse racing track and arena complex, also
named Ak-Sar-Ben. In 1992 the Knights
donated the horse racing track and arena
complex to a new legal entityd the Ak-Sar-
Ben Future Trust. This organization is
currently developing the property for multi-
purpose use.

The Knights of Ak-Sar-Ben Foundation
continues its efforts to serve the 112-year-
old mission of "building a more properous
hd4Ridnd Wh&rdBmniuRitR$£can fidurish
and every child can succeed.” The
organization supports financial-need-based
scholarship programs, administers
