History

Several attempts to establish
settlements in Texas were tried but failed
until 1682 when the first permanent
settlement began near El Paso. By 1820
there were still only a few thousand non-
native settlers in all of Texas.

Texas became a part of Mexico in 1821,
when Mexico achieved independence from
Spain. Stephen Austin reached an
agreement with Mexico that same year to
bring American settlers into the area. The
first colony was started in 1821 on the
lower Brazos. Former residents of
Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi, and
Tennessee came to the area, and by 1832
there were more than 20,000 Americans in
Texas.

In 1835 the Battle of Gonzales began
the revolution against Mexico. The Texans
quickly took San Antonio, but Santa Anna
recaptured it and destroyed the small force
at the Alamo. Sam Houston led the Texas
army to victory over the Mexicans in 1836.

The Republic of Texas lasted from 1836
to 1845. The United States annexed Texas
in 1845, making Texas the 28th state. The
following year, Mexico declared war on the
United States in an effort to reclaim Texas
and other territory. More than 6,000
Texans fought against Mexico during the
war. Mexico was defeated and gave up its
claim to Texas.

In 1850 Texas gave up its claims to
Colorado, Wyoming, Kansas, and
Oklahoma.

In 1861 Texas seceded from the Union.
During the Civil War, some 60,000 Texans

fought for the Confederacy and about
1,200 for the Union.

Texas was readmitted to the Union in
1870.

Vital Records

Birth and Death Recordsd Bureau of
Vital Statistics, Texas Department of Heath
in Austin. Statewide registration of births
and deaths began in 1903. Cities also have
had requirements to register births and
deaths at various times, which have been
forwarded to the state and county clerks.

Marriage and Divorce Recordsd
Marriage records have been forwarded to
the Bureau of Vital Statistics only since
1966. Records prior to that time are
available from the county clerk. Prior to
1836, only Catholic churches could
perform marriages, so some Protestant
marriages will be found in Catholic records.

Reports of divorce or annulment began
to be filed with the Bureau of Vital Statistics
in 1968. Prior to then, the district clerk of
each county kept these records.

Probate Recordsd Probate clerks have
kept probate records in each county.

Census Recordsd Several censuses
were taken in Texas prior to statehood,
between 1792 and 1836, and are on
microfilm in San Antonio at the University
of Texas, Institute of Texas.

State/Territorial Census 18291 1836 and
Federal Censuses for 1850, 1860, 1870,
1880, 1900, 1910, 1920, and 1930 are also
available.

School censuses were taken in 1854
and 1855 by some counties and are at the
Texas State Archives in Austin.

Stephen Berry Hollingsworth rode
ahead on horseback, looking for
water, wood, and a place to camp.

George Hollingsworth” [of Barnett® of
William?® of William* of Joseph® of Thomas®
of Valentine, Sr.}] was a resident of
Anderson Co., Texas, when he joined the
CSA as a member of Co. H, 1st Texas
Volunteer Infantry.

He was wounded at the Battle of Gaines
Mill 27 Jun 1862 and then was promoted to
4th Sergeant. At the Battle of Cold Harbor,
27 Jun 1864, he was again wounded.

He surrendered and was paroled at
Appomattox 04 Apr 1865.

He returned to Anderson Co. and
married Narcissus Emma Walker. They
became the parents of Barney T.8 (or
Thomas B.), William G. 8, Sue L. 2, Richard
Coke®, and Dan. M. 2

George died 13 Nov 1881 and is buried
in Wofford Cemetery.

Isaac Hollingsworth’ [of Benjamin® of
Isaiah® of Valentine* of James® of
Valentine? of Valentine, Sr.] enlisted 01
Sep 1862 in the 148th Pennsylvania
Infantry at Driftwood, Cameron Co., Pa.

According to a letter Isaac wrote to his
cousin Isaiah Coleman Hollingsworth’,
Isaac's first assignment was guard duty in
late September 1862 at Cockeysville, Md.
Military records show that Isaac's company
moved by boat and on foot to Camp
Hancock, near Falmouth, Va. (Union
headquarters in the South) before

December 1862. The troops at Camp
Hancock were unpaid for many months
and had precious few comforts during the
cold, wet winter. The company lost more
men to disease than from battle because of
the camp's lack of sanitation and the
miserable weather.

Isaac died of typhoid fever on 01 Apr
1863 at the Regimental Hospital at Camp
Hancock. His body was returned to Elk
Co., Pa., and he was buried there in the
Mt. Pleasant Cemetery in Benezette
Township, next to his mother, Jane
Montgomery Hollingsworth Krebs.

Orlando Newton Hollingsworth® [of
Benjamin® of Jacob” of Samuel® of
Samuel? of Valentine, Sr.], born in
Calhoun Co., Ala., joined the CSA as a
Private when war broke out. He served
under Capt. R. H. Cumby in the 3rd Texas
Cavalry and was promoted to Captain.

Orlando was permanently disabled at
Corinth in 1862.

Thomas W. Hollingsworth’ gof Wyly®

Then he became a member of Co. A, 1st

joined General Bragg near Nashville, and
participated in the engagement at
Murfreesboro.

After Murfreesboro, he was on picket-line
duty for six months. Next he was with
Longstreet at Knoxville and with Johnston
during the Atlanta campaign.

He served four years and three months
and was one of the 30 survivors of a
company of 250. He passed through the
conflict without wounds or captivity, was off
duty only one day on account of iliness,
and had only 30 days of furlough.
